Open Forum
a. An open forum attendee voiced that they felt that the SGA information
session on 11/12 was biased and expressed frustration that their request to
have an open discussion agenda item at the SGA Senate was not approved.
They requested more engagement with the SGA and more responsiveness
from SGA President Maxwell.
Executive Committee Reports
a. Presidential Report with SGA President Maxwell
i. C. Maxwell reported that the Executive Committee met and
discussed ongoing Falstaff's renovations, committee issues,
transitions of power, and Wafflefest. The Executive Committee
also completed the committee evaluations.
b. Executive Vice Presidential Report with EVP Malloy
i. EVP Malloy reported that CO discussed merch and the mural
progress.
c. Academic Affairs Report with VPAA Barnes

d. Budget and Finance Report with VPFA Kadets
I. VPFA Kadets reported that BnF approved most of CO’s
supplemental funding request for SGA merchandise.

asked what interaction with the College administration is
like. Chair Bace responded she sits on the IPPC
Subcommittee on Sustainability and hears about the
College’s sustainability goals. S. Kadets noted the College
has not made as much progress as they had hoped and
asked for SuCo’s perspective on this. SuCo has discussed
how student engagement can help the College meet their
sustainability goals. S. Malloy asked for clarification on
how meetings with VPSL Flamenbaum run and if decisions
| are dictated by him. Chair Bace stated VPSL Flamenbaum
has not dictated decisions and instead has provided support.
VPSL Flamenbaum stated that his goal for one-on-one
meetings is to provide any guidance and support that he
can.
e. Committee on Operations Supplemental Funding Request
Introduction by VPFA Kadets
1. VPFA Kadets introduced the CO supplemental funding
request for merchandise. He noted that policies that apply
to clubs also apply to committees and thus B&F reduced
the supplemental request by eliminating promotional
materials as the bylaws state those cannot exceed
$300/year. B&F approved the request for
