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PHS / NIH Financial Conflict of Interest Disclosure Form 
 

 

Effective August 24, 2012, a significant change in the procedure for disclosing conflicts of interest was implemented 
to comply with new federal regulation regarding public health service funding. These requirements affect PHS-funded 
investigators who receive an award notice or no-cost extension with an issue date on or after August 24, 2012.  
 
In accordance with the Management of Conflicts of Interest Related to Public Health Services Sponsored Awards for 
Research (42 C.F. Part 50, Subpart F and 45 C.F.R., Part 94), the Principal Investigator and all other Investigators must 
disclose their personal significant financial interests (and those of their spouse, registered domestic partner, and/or 
dependent children) related to their institutional responsibilities. This includes the Principal Investigator, Co-Investigators, 
Senior and Key Personnel, and any other individual who is responsible for the design, conduct, or reporting of research 
funded by PHS or an agency or organization that follows PHS disclosure requirements.

If you are submitting a proposal to any of the below agencies, whether Skidmore College is the applicant or 
subcontractor, you and anyone defined as an “Investigator” on your proposed project must submit a Financial Conflict 
of Interest Disclosure Form: 
 

1. Annually 
2. Prior to the submission of an application for external research support to a PHS-funded agency 
3. Within 30 days of a change in financial status (acquisition of new significant financial interest)
